My name is Rebecca Peterson, and | am a homeowner in
The Trails of Blue Ridge. | write to express my strong
opposition to the proposed alternative alignment of the
Collin County Outer Loop (segment 5) that would run
directly behind my property and the HOAs private nature
preserve.

This alignment is wholly unacceptable for the following
key reasons:

1) Severe Impact on Quality of Life & Property Value

- The proposed route will bring constant traffic noise.
Highway noise isn’t just a temporary inconvenience — it
will become part of our daily lives. Increased decibel
levels from a major road degrade the serenity of a
residential area, interfere with sleep, conversation, and
general well-being.

- Importantly, national and regional studies show that
homes adjacent to highways often decrease in value.
According to reports, property declines of 8-=10% or more
are common when backing onto a busy road.

- Given these financial implications, this alignment would
be a direct threat to our investment in our homes, possibly
undermining our ability to sell in the future.

2) No Adequate Mitigation for Noise Issues

- According to TxDOT's own draft environmental
assessment, noise barriers were considered but
ultimately “not feasible and reasonable” for at least some
of the impacted homes.

- Federal guidelines (FHWA) require that noise abatement
efforts be made when impacts are predicted. However,
options are limited. Vegetative buffers (trees/shrubs)
might help visually, but they are ineffective to significantly
reduce noise unless extraordinarily large (e.g., 200-foot-
thick vegetation) — which likely isn't realistic in our

nature preserve, including concerns about noise, air
quality, water resources, safety, property values, and
mitigation. These considerations are part of the
ongoing evaluation of alignment options. Your
request for continued community engagement and
further study has been documented and will be
considered as the study progresses.

- Insulating existing homes or installing soundproofing is
not a sufficient or equitable solution. According to FHWA,
insulation can be expensive, often not funded, and is
rarely used for private residences.

- In short, the promised mitigation does not protect our
homes, our health, or our quality of life.

3) Destruction of Natural Landscape & HOA Amenities

- The proposed alignment would run along our HOA's
nature preserve, a key part of why we built or moved
here. This preserve is not just aesthetic — it's integral to
our community’s identity, outdoor recreation, and
ecological well-being.

- Building a highway near this preserve would result in
habitat fragmentation. Roads divide ecosystems, disrupt
wildlife corridors, and degrade habitat quality.

- Noise, pollution, and human intrusion will significantly
degrade the preserve’s value as a tranquil, safe, natural
space for residents and wildlife alike.

4) Health & Environmental Harm

- Increased traffic means more vehicle emissions
(exhaust, particulate matter), especially if heavy trucks
use this route. These pollutants pose documented risks to
air quality and public health.

- There are also broader ecosystem impacts. Linear
infrastructure like highways alter water runoff, soil,
vegetation, and can permanently shift how a nature
preserve functions.

- The environmental assessment already flags “indirect
impacts” including alteration of vegetation, disruption of
ecological processes, and water-quality concerns.

5) Long-Term Community Cohesion & Safety

- Cutting a major highway through a residential area
threatens neighborhood cohesion. What is now a serene,
private space would become part of a thoroughfare —
affecting property lines, views, and privacy.
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- Increased traffic, especially commercial or heavy
vehicles, raises safety risks for residents, including in our
shared spaces (walking trails, preserve paths, children’s
play areas).

6) Alternative Solutions Exist

- Rather than this destructive alignment, the county and
TxDOT should thoroughly evaluate less damaging
alternatives (e.g., alignments that avoid residential areas,
use buffer zones, or route highways along less sensitive
land).

- We should demand a transparent, community-involved
process: more public hearings, noise studies,
environmental studies, and a robust re-evaluation of route
options that preserve the integrity of residential areas and
nature.

For these reasons, | strongly urge the county
commissioners, planning staff, and TxDOT to reject the
proposed alignment that parallels our property and the
HOA preserve. The costs to our health, property,
environment, and community are simply too high, and the
trade-off for “connectivity” is unacceptable.

Please engage more deeply with the community, commit
to real alternatives, and protect the neighborhoods and
green spaces that make our area uniquely livable.

Thank you for considering our concerns. | am happy to

The alternative alignment does not function as an outer
loop. Its location and configuration more closely resemble
a cut-through rather than a true perimeter route. As a
result, it does not support long-term regional mobility
goals. In contrast, the modified technically preferred
alignment maintains the characteristics of a genuine outer
loop and better aligns with the intended purpose of the
project.

Current analysis appears to emphasize present-day
development patterns rather than projected growth. Collin
County continues to experience rapid expansion,
including in areas east of the proposed corridors. A long-
term transportation framework must account for future
population increases, emerging development east of the
existing growth centers, and the corresponding need for
an efficient north-and-east regional connection. An
alignment that does not position the roadway
appropriately for this growth may require significant
redesign or additional infrastructure investments in the
future.

For these reasons, the original modified technically
preferred alignment offers stronger long-term utility and
maintains the functional intent of an outer loop. It provides
a more strategic foundation for supporting regional
mobility, future development, and long-range
transportation planning.

Dear Commissioners and Project Engineers:

We are writing to strongly oppose the newly introduced
alternative alignment for the Collin County Outer Loop
that cuts directly through our property and the property of
long-standing neighbors. This alignment was never
shown, referenced, or discussed in the published
materials available at any point prior to now November
2025.

This issue is not about resisting growth — it is about
honoring the County’s own long-standing planning
documents, protecting residents who made good-faith
decisions, and avoiding irreversible damage to
agricultural livelihoods and natural ecosystems.

1. The County’s Own Maps Guided Property Purchases
The Outer Loop alignment has been on the books since
2007, with the Technically Modified Alignment finalized in
2010. That is the alignment we relied on when purchasing
our land in 2020.

We performed due diligence:

» We reviewed the 2007 plan

» We reviewed the 2010 modified alignment

» We ensured the route was to the east and north of our
property

+ No alternative route was ever indicated or open for
public comment

We bought this land because we were safely away from

Technically Preferred, Modified Technically Preferred,
and Alternative Alignments. Each option was
assessed based on potential impacts to property,
environmental impacts, cost, and the study’s purpose
and need.

« Our corrals, fencing, and agricultural infrastructure built
at great cost

« A natural drainage basin flowing into a major watershed

Changing a well-established, publicly documented
alignment nearly 15 years later — without providing
earlier notice or transparent rationale — creates severe
and unfair consequences for property owners who relied
on official information.

3. Our neighbor’s multi-generation property is also being

It has been on the map since 2007. Buyers accepted that
risk.

Those of us located outside that corridor — relying on
official County planning — should not be penalized for
making responsible, informed decisions. The County’s
public maps guided land values, purchase decisions, and
long-term planning for families and agricultural operations
for nearly two decades.
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To deviate now — after people invested their life savings
based on your published information — is an avoidable
harm that undermines trust.

5. Environmental, agricultural, and watershed impacts

Increased decibel levels
from a major road degrade the serenity of a rural
residential area, interfere with sleep, conversation, and
general well-being.

Importantly, national and regional studies show that
homes adjacent to highways often decrease in value.

The proposed alignment would run along our HOA's
nature preserve, a key part of why we built or moved
here. This preserve is not just aesthetic, it's integral to our
community’s identity, outdoor recreation, and ecological
well-being. Building a highway near this preserve would
result in habitat fragmentation. Roads divide ecosystems,
disrupt wildlife corridors, and degrade habitat quality.
Noise, pollution, and human intrusion will significantly
degrade the preserve’s value as a tranquil, safe, natural
space for residents and wildlife alike.

Health & Environmental Harm

Increased traffic means more vehicle emissions (exhaust,
particulate matter), especially if heavy trucks use this
route. These pollutants pose documented risks to air
quality and public health.

There are also broader ecosystem impacts. Linear
infrastructure like highways alter water runoff, soil,
vegetation, and can permanently shift how a nature
preserve functions.

The environmental assessment already flags “indirect
impacts” including alteration of vegetation, disruption of
ecological processes, and water-quality concerns.

As you know, this work was done many years ago and the
conclusions reached were publicly available for all to
review. Those who were under or near the preferred
alignment were in a position to plan their lives,
businesses, activities, and investments with the
understanding that the loop would affect them. That
expectation may have been welcome to some land
owners who saw that their property values might grow
with the availability of enhanced access. Some may well
have bought land on or near that announced alignment
with a view to exploiting that increased access. Others
who view their land ownership from a less mercenary
perspective, viewing it as carrying links to personal,
family, and generational memories, plans, and
connections or as an environmental and historical

legacy for family, community, nature, or God, were
undoubtedly very unhappy with that designation. But they
too have had those years of knowledge of what to expect
to adjust to the county’s decisions.

By the same token, land-owners such as my family whose
land would have been affected the path of alternative
alignments then being considered, but at that time
rejected, have lived and made decisions based on the
knowledge that their land would not be affected by the
proximity of the loop.

But now you have reopened all those issues by
proposing a drastically different new alternative
alignment.

The
designers and leaders of the county thought it would
serve a very useful purpose of being able to travel around
the county on a road that paralleled the county boundary.

After
learning the sketchy history of Beltline Road, it made a lot
of sense to me.

When you are on the edge of the county road perimeter,
you can travel around the edge until you get to where you
want to go and then turn off to go into the heart of the
county to your destination.

| believe many of the reasons and factors the engineers
and planners used in the original route are “still present
today”. It makes perfect sense to see the proposed route
run between the east Indian Creek bottom and the Collin
— Hunt County lines. The distance is good.

When | look at your maps it puts the alternate route that
crosses my land in a North-South fashion, west of Indian
Creek and very, very, very close to Highway 78. Tom
Brady could almost throw a football from your new
alternate route to state Highway 78.

If you are going to deviate that far from the county line
perimeter, might as well use Hwy 78 for

your “Outer Loop” which would not meet the definition of
an “Outer Loop”.

This route really destroys the concept of the “Outer Loop”
and the purpose it is supposed to

This comment addresses the proposed Alternative
Alignment for Segment 5 of the Collin County Outer Loop
and explains why it should be eliminated from further
consideration. As detailed below, the Alternative
Alignment departs from a corridor that has been publicly
identified and relied upon by landowners since 2007,
imposes disproportionately high acquisition and
severance costs despite its shorter length, and duplicates
existing and planned transportation facilities in a manner
inconsistent with the stated purpose of a true outer
circumferential loop for Collin County.

These impacts
are not incidental; they would fundamentally compromise
the farm’s operational integrity, requiring purchased hay,
reconstruction or relocation of fencing, gates, and water
access, and ongoing management and safety
accommodations that render the remainder economically
inefficient for its current use.

This farm was formally recognized as a Texas Family
Land Heritage Farm in 1991, reflecting more than a
century of continuous family ownership and agricultural
use dating back to 1891. My family’s stewardship began
when my great-grandfather, Tom Airhart, acquired the
original acreage through trade and hard work.

The proposed severance and conversion of this intact
agricultural operation would result in the permanent loss
of a documented working farm, undermining both rural
heritage and the continuity of agricultural land use in this
area of Collin County, in addition to the economic harms
described above. The Technically Preferred Alignment
has been publicly identified since 2007, providing long-
standing notice and planning certainty to landowners and
developers alike. Maintaining consistency with that
established corridor respects reasonable reliance
interests and reinforces predictable land-use planning,
whereas a late-stage departure shifts unanticipated
burdens onto properties that have planned around the
historically identified alignment.

Income generated from this farm constitutes my sole
source of supplemental income in retirement from
teaching. By materially impairing the farm’s viability, the
Alternative Alignment would impose a significant and
disproportionate financial hardship.

Even if the property were no longer economically efficient
for continued agricultural use, the Alternative Alignment
would also cause a substantial diminution in value as a
potential residential or mixed-use development tract. The
proposed diagonal acquisition of a large right-of-way
through the center of the property does not merely
remove acreage; it fundamentally impairs the economic
integrity of the remainder. The tract currently functions as
a single, contiguous parcel with multiple viable end uses,
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allowing value to be maximized through unified planning,
efficient infrastructure placement, and market flexibility.
The proposed alignment fractures the property into
irregular, functionally constrained remnants that are
significantly less marketable, less efficient to develop, and
less attractive to a broad pool of buyers.

As a result, the diminution in value to the remainder is not
proportional to acreage alone and is likely to exceed the
value of the land taken, thereby increasing severance
damages and the County’s overall acquisition cost. Under
standard appraisal practice, diagonal takings that create
irregular remnants frequently generate substantial cost-to-
cure obligations, further elevating total project costs
beyond what acreage-based estimates suggest. In
practical terms, this alignment converts a single,
economically efficient property into inferior parcels,
creating avoidable financial consequences for both the
landowner and the County.

By contrast, the Technically Preferred Alignment and the
Modified Technically Preferred Alignment have been
matters of public record for nearly two decades, providing
landowners with a stable and identifiable corridor around
which long-term land use, investment, and estate
planning decisions have been made. That prolonged
public identification of a preferred corridor has created
legitimate reliance interests for affected landowners.
Introducing a materially different Alternative Alignment at
this stage disrupts those settled expectations and
imposes new and unanticipated burdens on properties
that have been planned, managed, and improved in
reliance on the previously identified alignment.

While the Alternative Alignment may appear shorter in
overall mileage, any apparent cost savings from reduced
length are likely offset by higher aggregate acquisition
and severance costs resulting from diagonal takings
through large, contiguous tracts. Based on a review of
current property listings, land values along portions of the
Alternative Alignment appear significantly higher
(approximately $50—100k per acre) than along the
Technically Preferred Alignment (approximately $20—40k
per acre), materially increasing overall acquisition costs.

In addition, the stated purpose of the Outer Loop project
is to provide a true outer route for Collin County that
improves regional mobility. The Alternative Alignment
appears to deviate from that core objective by tracking
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much closer to existing and planned thoroughfares,
thereby limiting its marginal transportation value.
Specifically, the Alternative Alignment overlaps or closely
parallels infrastructure projects that the County has
already completed or is actively planning, including the
US 380 Bypass, Spur 399, and the ongoing Collin County
Northeast Freeway study. Notably, the Northeast Freeway
concept contemplates a north—south controlled-access
facility that could run parallel to the Alternative Alignment
for extended distances, in some locations separated by
approximately one mile or less. Constructing two high-
capacity facilities in such close proximity would be
duplicative, inefficient, and inconsistent with prudent
stewardship of County resources. Compressing multiple
major facilities into a narrow corridor effectively creates an
infrastructure barrier rather than a true outer
circumferential loop that distributes regional mobility and
long-term growth more efficiently.

For these reasons, | respectfully request that Collin
County eliminate the Alternative Alignment from further
consideration for Segment 5, or, at a minimum, modify the
alignment to avoid bisecting this property and similarly
situated tracts.

| further request that the project team include in the
administrative record a detailed evaluation of: (1)

Farmersville, Josephine and Royse City, to the Rockwall/Collin County line. This project consists of Segment 5,
which extends approximately 21 miles from SH 121 to US 380 in northeast Collin County. A technically preferred
alignment for this roadway was previously identified and approved in 2007. The Collin County Outer Loop -
Segment 5 project will review the previously identified alignment, identify needed revisions to the alignment
location, and develop the ROW mapping documents.

“I went to three different high
schools before I finally did for
good what each tried to do: get
rid of me,” he said.

I looked at the young man
before me. He had a full beard
that hid a youthful face; broad
shoulders that seemed capable
of holding more than I could
imagine.

He bowed his back when
speaking words that might
make him appear weak, looking
away before keeping his eyes
closed for amoment too long. In
these slow blinks, he revealed a
tiredness from carrying a cross
that seemed heavier than what
his age should bear.

“Get rid of you?” I asked.

Heck, I wasn’t even my
grandpa.... I never got to really
know him. My dad told me ev-
eryone thought Grandpa would
outlive all the sinners because he
never did anything wrong. The
only mistake he ever made was
being in the right place at the

wrong time.”

“How were you not like the
men in your family?” I asked.

“They were good, or at least
they acted good. I tried to act
good, but I knew I was bad... I
was a bad actor... and they knew
it,” he said with a slight smirk.

He took off his ball cap and
ran his fingers through his hair
— thick waves that matched the
color of his eyes.

“I was tired of disappointing
myself, and even more tired
of disappointing others. I con-
vinced myself that I could finish
the job so many had tried and
failed... maybe for once I could
follow through with something,”
he said.

“What did you do?” I asked.

“Well, you’re standing here
listening to me, so I clearly didn’t
succeed. That’s something I've
learned in all this: some things
are greater than pain... one of
those things is love,” he said.

I was not expecting him to
use the word ‘love’; it didn’t
seem to be a natural word that
came easily off his lips. And yet,
when he said it, it was as if ‘love’
pulled on a deep root, one that

had known seasons of hardened
drought.

He could tell I was confused.

“Ma’am, I'll just save you the
guessing,” he said. “I took the
blade my dad bought me to skin
my first deer to my wrist. Before
the first drop of blood hit the
floor, I knew I didn’t want to
die.”

I grabbed the note I wrote for
my dad to read once he found
me and ran to his bedroom door.
He should have been asleep,” he
said. “He was always sleeping by
then.”

He stopped talking.

“And?” T asked.

“Stupid, but I didn’t want to
wake him. We hadn’t been on
the best terms. He was tired of
my crap, and I was just tired.”

He shook his head and looked

down, making a sliding motion
with his hand: “I slid the note
under his door and went back
to my bedroom, closed the door
behind me, and sat on my bed
knowing I was about to pass
out.”
He clasped his hands togeth-
er like a child saying bedtime
prayers, gripping them tight
until his fingers were white and
red.

“I heard him before I saw
him — Dad came bolting out
of his bedroom so fast that you
would’ve thought the house was
on fire.” His eyes dampened and
lowered.

“No!" I heard him scream. In
all the yellings I got from that
man, they were nothing like that
scream... nothing.”

I saw a tear fall onto his
knuckles. He didn’t look up. He
didn’t wipe away a tear. He just
watched it slip down his clasped

hands onto the countertop... an-
other soon followed.

“In one hand, my dad had my
note, stained with blood. In the
other, he had my wrist, trying to
stop the blood.”

The young man unclasped
his hands and turned over his
right hand. There was a tattoo
that cuffed his wrist... I couldn’t
make out what it said, but I
knew what it covered.

“I don’t remember much after
that. It wasn’t until I got home
from the hospital that I saw
that my door was broken,” he
said, chuckling and shaking his
head. “My dad busted through
my door. The damn thing was
unlocked.”

He bowed his back and wiped
his eyes. “I'd been such an ass to
my dad. We hadn’t been doing
a lot talking before that night.
Some yelling, yeah, but talking...
no. Yet, he busted a door and
two knuckles to get to me.”

He picked up his ballcap and
put it back on his head. “That
was seven years ago. I don’t live
at home anymore, but I see my
dad nearly every day... we start-
ed our own business together,”
he said, pointing to the logo on
his cap.

I didn’t have the right words,
so I remained quiet. I reached
out and held his hand. It was
warm and calloused.

Squeezing my hand, he said,
“Thank you, ma’am... I don’t
know you, but now you know
more about me than most.
Guess I just needed someone to
talk to, and God gave me you. I
never knew my mom.” His face
flushed. “Not saying you're that
old.”

“Well, I think we both know

that I'm that old,” I said light-
ly. “My guess is you're close to
the same age as one of my boys.
If it’s okay, I'll add you to my
prayers tonight. I don’t know if
you know Jesus, but...”

Before I could finish my sen-
tence, he smiled the first and
last smile I would ever see on
him.

“Ma’am, I know Jesus. I met
Him that night. He woke up
Dad. He broke my door, and He
healed me... He healed me and
my dad. We both met Him that
night,” he said.

I wiped tears from my cheek.

“The day I got my own apart-
ment, my dad gave me a gift,” he
said. “I didn’t know he had kept
that note from that night, but
he did. Dad took a corner of the
blood-stained page and cut it
out into a small cross. He wrote
over the stain: PAID IN FULL.
I framed it, and it hangs on my
wall.”

He left soon after. I never
even got his name. I don’t think
I was supposed to — what I got
was more than I anticipated,
and a reminder of what I'll nev-
er forget: the power of love and
the power of the blood of Jesus.

Well, Happy Halloween.
While I certainly am nev-
er one to turn away candy,
I must admit Halloween
is not one of my favorite
holidays. I'm somewhat
of a scaredy-cat, and all
the frights and scares are
not my thing. Neither are
horror movies or scary
stories around the camp-
fire. Add rollercoasters
and any type of thrill ride
to that list. It may be for
some people, but fear is
not something I go look-
ing for.

Though I may not go
looking for it, fear has a
way of finding me and,
for that matter, all of us.

1 John 4:18 (NIV) —

in all things he is working
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for our best. That perfect
love God has for us pushes
fear aside, keeping it from
dominating our thoughts.

This project consists of Segment 5, which extends
approximately 21 miles from SH 121 to US
